The Work of the Holy Spirit: 
Key Quotations
The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy. I have come that they may have life and that they may have it more abundantly. I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd gives His life for the sheep. –John 10:10,11
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(1)  Note: Satan’s only weapon is deception. He must lie in order to entice people. But Jesus assures us that when we surrender to God’s will we will be able to discern the truth. He also says that we will receive more and more truth as we are able to receive it. (John 16:12,13)

(2)  Note: In contrast to the thief, Jesus promises us life and life more abundantly. It is important to understand the kind of life Jesus is promising to give us so our expectations will be right. Jesus promises us “living water.” It is easy to get focused on our need for physical necessities and miss the “living water” and abundant life Jesus wants to give us. Jesus promises that these things will be provided when we put Him first (Matt. 6:33). What is  the living water Jesus promised to give? Ans: “by this He meant the Spirit.” (John 7:37-39). The living water represents the Holy Spirit. This living connection with God is our greatest need. Through the plan of salvation, Jesus earned the right to give the Holy Spirit to everyone who asks (Luke 11:13) And with the indwelling of the Holy Spirit come the fruits of the Spirit: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self control. This is the abundant life Jesus promised to give us.  (Compelling Love Bible Studies by Clinton Meharry)

Quotations from the Spirit of Prophecy
(3)  Christ, the Great Teacher, had an infinite variety of subjects from which to choose, but the one upon which He dwelt most largely was the endowment (gift) of the Holy Spirit. What great things He predicted for the church because of this endowment. Yet what subject is less dwelt upon now? What promise is less fulfilled? An occasional discourse is given upon the Holy Spirit, and then the subject is left for after consideration.--Manuscript 20, 1891.  {1SM 156.3}
(4)  There is no limit to the usefulness of one who by putting self aside makes room for the workings of the Holy Spirit upon his heart and lives a life wholly consecrated to God. –DA, p. 250
(5)  The impartation of the Spirit is the impartation of the life of Christ. Those only who are thus taught of God, those only who possess the inward working of the Spirit, and in whose life the Christ-life is manifested, can stand as true representatives of the Savior.  {GW 285.2}
(6)  We do not use the Holy Spirit. The Spirit is to use us. Through the Spirit God works in His people to will and to do His good pleasure. –DA, p. 672

(7)  Only to those who wait humbly upon God, who watch for His guidance and grace (unmerited favor), is the Spirit given. The power of God awaits their demand and reception. .. He is ready to supply every soul according to the capacity to receive.  {ML 57.5}
(8)  Before giving us the baptism of the Holy Spirit, our heavenly Father will try us, to see if we can live without dishonoring Him. . . . Do not think that you can have great spiritual blessings without complying with the conditions God Himself has laid down.--Letter 22, 1902.  {4MR 336.3}
(9)  As the will of man cooperates with the will of God, it becomes omnipotent (having unlimited power). Whatever is to be done at His command may be accomplished in His strength. All His biddings are enablings. –Christ Object Lessons, p. 333
(10)  Those who are unwilling to: 1) deny self, 2) to agonize before God, 3) to pray long and earnestly for God’s blessing will not obtain it. –GC, p. 621 (God’s greatest blessing is the Holy Spirit)       (deep, earnest, intentional prayer is a condition for receiving the Holy Spirit)
(11)  The man who thinks himself least the Holy Spirit assists most. –MS 21 1894

(12)  We need to look constantly to Jesus, realizing that it is His power which does the work… Only the work accomplished with much prayer and sanctified by the merit of Christ will in the end prove to have been efficient and good. –DA 361-3
(13)  You will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be My witnesses. –Acts 1:8
(14)  For God did not give us a spirit of fear; but (a Spirit) of power, and love, and of sound mind. 
-2 Timothy 1:7
(15)  Therefore I will boast all the more gladly about my weakness, so that Christ’s power (Holy Spirit) may rest on me. -2 Corinthians 12:9

(16)  I pray that out of His glorious riches He may strengthen you with the power of His Spirit in your innermost being, so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith. Eph. 3:16 (Christ dwells in you when you live in a state of constant trust)

(17)  Often when we pray for the graces of the Spirit, God works to answer our prayers by placing us in circumstances to develop these fruits; but we do not understand His purpose and wonder and are dismayed. –COL, p. 61(Fruit of the Spirit: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self control)
(18)  “My meat is to do the will of Him who sent me, and to finish the work.” –John 4:34
(19)  “The words that I speak to you I speak not of myself: but the Father that dwelleth in Me, He doeth the works.” –John 14:10 (Not even Christ’s words were His own. He was so surrendered to the Father that all of His words and actions came from God)
(20)  Unless we are continually vitalized by the Holy Spirit we will be in danger of becoming indifferent to God’s blessings. –SS lesson 2/6/88 
(21)  The value of our work is in proportion to the impartation of the Holy Spirit. –DA, p. 331

(22)  By their good works, Christ’s followers are to bring glory, not to themselves, but to Him through whose grace and power they have wrought. It is through the Holy Spirit that EVERY good work is accomplished. –Mount of Blessings, p. 80

(23)  Receive the Holy Spirit and your efforts will be successful. Christ’s presence is that which gives power… If God’s people will give themselves wholly to Him, He will restore to them the power they have lost. –SM v1, p. 85
(24)  All who are imbued (permeated) with Christ’s Spirit will love as He loved. –DA, p. 677

(25)  Human nature is ever struggling for expression, ready for contest; but he who learns of Christ is emptied of self, of pride, of love of supremacy and there is silence in the soul. Self is yielded to the disposition (An attitude of mind especially one that favors one alternative over others) of the Holy Spirit. Then we are not anxious to have the highest place. We have no ambition to crowd and elbow ourselves into notice; but we feel that our highest place is at the feet of Jesus. –Mount of Blessings, p. 15
(26)  Apart from Christ, our work is fruitless and it is easy to distrust and murmur. But when He is near, and we labor under His direction, we rejoice in the evidence of His power. –DA, p. 249

(27)  Wherever His Spirit reigns (dominates), there peace abides. –DA 153
(28)  I saw that it is the privilege of every Christian to enjoy the deep movings of the Spirit of God. A sweet, heavenly peace will pervade the mind, and you will love to meditate upon God and heaven. You will feast upon the glorious promises of His word. -1 T, p. 159
(29)  It is not because of any restriction on God's part that the riches of His grace do not flow to men. … If all were willing to receive, all would be filled with the Spirit. . . . We are too easily satisfied with a ripple on the surface, when it is our privilege to expect the deep moving of the Spirit of God.  {ML 57.2}
(30)  Only to those who wait humbly upon God, who watch for His guidance and grace, is the Spirit given. The power of God awaits their demand and reception. This promised blessing, claimed by faith, brings all other blessings in its train. It is given according to the riches of the grace of Christ, and He is ready to supply every soul according to the capacity to receive.  {ML 57.5}
(31)  God has been pleased to communicate His truth to the world by human agencies, and He Himself, by His Holy Spirit, qualified men and enabled them to do this work. He guided the mind in the selection of what to speak and what to write. (“Except the Lord build the house they labor in vain who build it. –Ps 127)The treasure was entrusted to earthen vessels, yet it is, nonetheless, from Heaven. The testimony is conveyed through the imperfect expression of human language, yet it is the testimony of God; and the obedient, believing child of God beholds in it the glory of a divine power, full of grace and truth.  {GC vi.3}
(32)  The perils of the last days are upon us. Satan takes the control of every mind that is not decidedly under the control of the Spirit of God. (TM 79)
(33)  There is not an impulse of our nature, not a faculty of the mind or an inclination of the heart, but needs to be, moment by moment, under the control of the Spirit of God. There is not a blessing which God bestows upon man, nor a trial which He permits to befall him, but Satan both can and will seize upon it to tempt, to harass and destroy the soul, if we give him the least advantage. Therefore however great one's spiritual light, however much he may enjoy of the divine favor and blessing, he should ever walk humbly before the Lord, pleading  (begging) in faith that God will direct every thought and control every impulse.  {PP 421.1}
(34)  No matter what our experience has been, no matter how high our station, we need to watch and pray continually. We must be daily controlled by the Spirit of God or we are controlled by Satan.  {5T 102.1}
(35)  The value of our work does not consist in making a loud noise in the world, in being zealous, eager, and active in our own strength. The value of our work is in proportion to the impartation of the Holy Spirit. The value of our work comes through trust in God, which brings holier qualities of mind, so that in patience we may possess our souls. We should continually pray to God to increase our strength, to make us strong in His strength, to kindle in our hearts the flame of divine love. The cause of God is best advanced by those who are meek and lowly in heart.--Manuscript 38, 1895.  {Ev 631.1}
(36)  As man uses his talents, however small, with faithfulness, the Holy Spirit takes the things of God, and presents them anew to the mind. Through His Spirit God makes His word a vivifying power. It is quick and powerful, exerting a strong influence upon minds, not because of the learning or intelligence of the human agent, but because divine power is working with the human power. And it is to the divine power that all praise is to be given.  {8T 55.2}

(37)  It is the work of the Holy Spirit from age to age to impart love to human hearts, for love is the living principle of brotherhood.  {8T 139.2}
(38)  Man is allotted a part in this great struggle for everlasting life; he must respond to the working of the Holy Spirit. It will require a struggle to break through the powers of darkness, and the Spirit works in him to accomplish this. But man is no passive being, to be saved in indolence. He is called upon to strain every muscle and exercise every faculty in the struggle for immortality; yet it is God that supplies the efficiency (skillfulness). No human being can be saved in indolence (laziness). -8 T 65
(39)  Every failure on the part of the children of God is due to their lack of faith. When shadows encompass the soul, when we want light and guidance, we must look up; there is light beyond the darkness. (PP 657)
(40) “My Spirit is still among you. Do not be afraid.” –Haggai 2:5
Come, Holy Spirit we need Thee; Come sweet Spirit we pray; 

Come in Thy strength and Thy power, Come in Thine own gentle way.
(41) As a man (Christ) supplicated the throne of God, until His humanity was charged with a heavenly current that connected humanity with divinity. Receiving life from God, He imparted life to men. –Education, p. 81
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
